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Children and Elders Forest: Tree Sponsorship Form

WHO and WHY – Children and Elders Forest began in 2005 with Turtle Grove in Normal. We encourage teams of children and elders to: 1) sponsor trees in our groves, 2) celebrate and deepen bonds among the generations, and 3) improve the quality of life. We have planted more than 700 trees in 10 groves, representing a gift of over $100,000 to the community, with an estimated long-term savings of $500,000 in storm water run-off, soil erosion, air pollution, air conditioning, and health.  
  
WHAT and WHERE – There are trees available to sponsor in the following groves: 
Eagle Grove – located in Maxwell Park (northwest of Parkside and Gregory) in Normal.
Gator Grove – located at Grove School on Airport Road in Normal (sponsorship on hold until several months into 2026). 
Songbird Grove – located in the M. J. Rhymer Family Nature Preserve northwest of Normal.

HOW – To sponsor a tree, mail/deliver this form, your story (optional), and a check for $175 to Mike Sublett, Chair of CEF. Each multi-generational team (living or deceased), of at least one elder and one child, sponsors a tree and pays $175 (the cost of a tree, typically 1-2 inches in trunk diameter). Our tree acquisition partner for each grove guarantees the replacement of any trees that die. We will affix a tag on each tree with the species, year of planting, and names of team members.  
[Your story (optional) – On a separate page write why you have chosen to sponsor a tree and what this means to you. Your story, which may appear on the website, helps to build our history and to inspire others to sponsor a tree.]

REGISTRATION DIRECTIONS –There is no deadline for regarding trees in Eagle or Songbird, as the trees there are already in the ground awaiting sponsors.
1) Please fill out both pages of the tree sponsorship form for each tree that you are sponsoring.

Personalized Tag Information
On the front side of your tag, we will print the name of the grove, your team’s number, common name of tree, and planting year and season. Please provide elder(s) and child(ren) categories, team member names, birth years (optional), and (if applicable) death years (also optional). Examples of elder(s) categories include grandparent, parent, aunt, group leader, teacher, professor, godparent, and coach. Examples of child(ren) categories include child, granddaughter, nephew, student, and group member. For family teams, we can accommodate more than two generational categories. The tag has two sides with eight lines on Side 1 and nine lines on Side 2. There is room for up to 36 characters per line. Each letter, punctuation mark, and space is a character. See the example below. Typically, there is one label per tree. If your team has more names than one label allows, we will print a label for Side 2. We will not update the label unless we need to replace tag/label.
